Step 4: Unit Flushing-

a. Before inserting the aerator into the faucet, activate the faucet to flush both the hot and cold sided
of the fixture. Check all connections for leaks

b. Replace aerator into faucet outlet.

c. Activate the faucet and then activate the eyewash by pulling the handle and assure proper spray
formation and no leaks are presgPEmMWNI@iot water is felt coming through the eyewash,
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the supply connections are crossed. Undue connections and follow directions in step 3 for proper
installation.

IMPORTANT: The supply line for plumbed eyewash units shall provide an uninterruptible supply of
flushing fluid at a minimum of 30 psi. of flow pressure. If shut off valves are installed in the supply line
of the eyewash for maintenance purposes, provisions shall be made to prevent unauthorized shut off.
